Since its establishment in 1966, the department has been
the forerunner to implement English as the medium of
instruction in Taiwan. As the department has evolved to
this day, it aims to provide technical college students with
liberal arts knowledge, to foster their excellence in
language and communication skills, to develop critical
thinking, and to enhance international mobility. This
interdisciplinary curriculum involves literature, linguistics,
and English for specific purposes (e.g., “Tourism” and
“Introduction to Financial Management,” etc.).

aims to encourage students to hone their verbal and nonverbal skills
for expression and to raise their awareness of varied issues in life. A
contestant will draw a lot to decide which topic s/he should elaborate
on and give a 3-minute impromptu speech after 5-minute preparation.
It is usually held in the 15t semester of an academic year.

“Contest of English Poetry Reading”

intends to demonstrate and promote the beauty of English literature
and language through contestants’ reading English poetry aloud. The
contestants are required to verbally express their interpretation of the
assigned poems and feel in person how powerful a verbal delivery of
a poem can be. It is usually held in the 1st semester of an academic
year.

“Graduation Project”

requires junior students to start their projects in the spring semester,
depending on their choice and research interest, and finish the
projects in the autumn semester when they become seniors.
Graduation projects are divided into four categories: Academic papers,
research projects (including translation, business, tourism, etc.),
graduation play, and internship & exchange programs. Students are
required to display the outcome of their projects in an exhibition,
depending on the regulations set by the department in the year when
the exhibition is held, usually in December.

An
existing story is adapted or a script is self-created. The contestants
can only verbally deliver the story. The use of props, musical
instruments, and costumes is not allowed.

“Drama Contest”

is for the 3@ and 4" year students who should collaborate with their
fellow classmates and produce a 20-minute play. The students’
capacity to produce a drama from conception to performance is
developed.

“Graduation Play”

is the highlight and tradition of the 5-Y junior college division. This
student-led theatrical production demonstrates the 5" students’
English proficiency, leadership, collaboration, and creativity.
